Article 1

The Minister of Health hereby publishes, with reference to paragraph 3 of the transitional
provision of the Act on Communicable Diseases No. 19/1997, with subsequent amendments,
with reference to Article 5 of the Regulation on Quarantine, Isolation and Testing at the
Border of Iceland in Connection with COVID-19, a list of regions and countries that are
considered to be special high-risk areas:
